	· things that are happening now

       John is working at the moment.

	How to make it:
	verb in base form


	to be + …-ing

	Example:
	I work

She works

	I am working

We are working

	Negative:
	DO+NOT=DON´T 

DOES+NOT=DOESN´T


	To be+NOT+...-ing

	Example:
	I don´t work

She doesn´t work


	I am not working

She is not working

	Question:
	DO/DOES
	Am I...?

Is she...?



	Example:
	Do you work?

Does she work?


	Are you working?

Is she working?

second form (irregular verbs)


	was/were + …-ing

	Example:
	I worked

I wrote


	I was working

We were working

	Negative:
	DID+NOT=DIDN´T 


	Was/were+NOT+...-ing

	Example:
	I didn´t work


	I was not working

We were not working

	Question:
	DID
	Was I...?

Were we...?

	Example:
	Did you work?


	Were you working?

Was she working?

	GOING TO

	Use:
	· Future prediction

There will be more cars in 2015.

· Sudden decision

Let it be, I will help you.
	· Planned actions

We are going to spend our holiday in Greece.

· Evident situation

Look at those clouds. It´s going to rain.
	· An action planned for exact time (arrangements)

We are flying to Australia tomorrow at 5 o´clock.

	How to make it:
	Will + verb in base form 


	To be + going to +verb in base form
	To be + -ing

	Example:
	I will come

She will help


	I am going to work

She is going to stay
	I am leaving

	Negative:
	WILL+NOT = WON´T +verb in base form


	To be + NOT + going to + verb in base form
	To be+NOT+...-ing

	Example:
	I won´t help

He won´t come


	I am not going to visit

She is not going to work
	I am not working

She is not working

	Question:
	Will he + verb in base form


	Are you+going to+verb in base form
	Am I...?

Is she...?

	Example:
	Will you come...?
	Are you going to leave...?

Is he going to stay...?


	Are you working?

Is she working?

	PRESENT PERFECT CONTINUOUS (Předpřítomný čas průběhový)

	Use:
	· past action having some influence or importance now

I have bought a new car.

· experience

I have tried bungee-jumping.

· action that has just happened

He´s not here. He has just left.  

· facts that can be still changed

I have written five books. (it can be changed, I can write any other)


	· to express how long thing has been going on up to now
I have been collecting stamps since my childhood.

	How to make it:
	Have/has + -ed (regular verbs)

Have/has + past participle (irregular verbs)


	Have/has been + …-ing

	Example:
	I have worked

She has written


	I have been working

She has been reading

	Negative:
	HAVE+NOT

HAS+NOT


	Have/has+NOT+been+...-ing

	Example:
	I haven´t  worked


	I haven´t been working

She hasn´t been working

	Question:
	Have you + -ed/past participle...?

Has she + -ed/past participle...?
	Have you been + -ing...?

Has she been + - ing...?

	Example:
	Have you  worked?

Has she been?


	Have you been working?

Has she been working?


	PAST PERFECT (Předminulý čas)

	Use:
	talking about an earlier time, preceding  past time

	How to make it:
	Had + -ed (regular verbs)

Had + past participle (irr. verbs)

	Example:
	I had worked

She had written

	Negative:
	HAD + NOT

	Example:
	I hadn´t worked

	Question:
	Had you + -ed/past participle...?



	Example:
	Had you worked...?

Had she written...?
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
