New York
New York is the largest city in the USA with more than 14 million of inhabitants. New York covers an area of 3 islands and neighbouring shores of the Hudson River and East River. The city is sometimes called as „Big Apple“, this name was given to the city in 1920s by jazz musicians. Another nickname, which is sometimes used for New York is a „melting pot of nations“, because at least a half of the population is foreign born or was foreign born, which is mostly because of incoming immigrants during World War ll.
New York was founded in 1625 and it is the largest city of the USA since 1790. Probably the most important year of the city is 1886, when the Statue of Liberty was built up on an Island of Liberty in front of the New York’s harbour. It is a national symbol, which was given to the USA by France in 1886 as a symbol of French help to America in the war of independence against the British. The Lady, as it is sometimes nicknamed, was designed by French architect Gustave Eiffel. 
The city has 5 main parts: Manhattan, the Bronx, Queens, Brooklyn and Staten Island, which is also called Richmond. Manhattan is probably the most famous one, because it is right in the heart of the city and also because over one million and half people who work and live there. Manhattan offers many parks, including Central Park and other places to enjoy your free time. Manhattan itself has 4 parts: Downtown, the financial district, which was under an attack of the terrorist organization on the 11th September 2001. But, there are also other parts of Manhattan like Chinatown, Little Italy or Greenwich Village, which is one of the oldest districts in the city and it is especially full of residences. Another part of Manhattan is called Midtown with its Empire state building, which was for a long time the highest building in the world. In the Midtown, we can also find office of the United Nations or Broadway, the centre of cultural life. Uptown, another part is an area around Central Park, which is said to be the largest and finest urban park in the United States. Northern Manhattan is the last part of the island, which is also called Harlem. In 1920s it became a centre of arts and entertainment, and through the years, Harlem has become an area of black and Afro-American people.
With a few exceptions, the streets in New York are not named, but numbered, everybody probably know the fifth avenue, which is the main street at Manhattan. New York is the centre of the financial, art, media and fashion world. On the other hand, New York is well known for its crime like fights between the drug gangs. Many people believes, that New York is no longer a healthy place for living and a lot of them, mainly young families with children, are moving away from New York.
