Scotland
Scotland is one of 4 countries of the United Kingdom monarchy. We can find Scotland in the northern part of the island of Great Britain. Capital city, and also the second largest city of Scotland, is called Edinburgh, which is one of the biggest European financial centres. The population of Scotland is around 5 millions of inhabitants, which is nearly 10 % of the whole population of Great Britain.

The difference between the surface of England and Scotland is quite big. There are much more mountains and hills in Scotland, for example Highlands, where we can find the highest mountain in the whole Great Britain called Ben Nevis.
The surface definitely played a huge role in the history of Scotland. In the first century, a large part of Great Britain was occupied by Romans but Scotland has never been captured by them. A well known monument from this part of history is definitely the Hadrian’s Wall which was built up as a part of a defence wall against the tribes from the north. Another important part of the history is the Kingdom of Picts. Its start dates back to 8th century. Last important date of the Scottish history is the year 1707, in which was Scotland merged with England.
Nowadays, Scotland is still a part of the United Kingdom constitutional monarchy, so the head of Scotland is the Queen Elizabeth II but Scotland has its own educational and political system.
