You are going to give a presentation on the topic you have chosen. If there are two people for 1 presentation, they have to divide the time of speaking between each other equally. Before the presentation you (or somebody else) have to hand out a task,  which you have prepared before, to your classmates. There are various ways how to prepare the task – questions (6 at least), a crossword or a gapped text. While giving the presentation, you could have a look at some notes but you must not read it, you must keep interaction with the audience. Your classmates have to pay attention so that they can do the task. During or after the presentation they can ask you some questions for more information or to make something clear. You have to speak in natural speed, be confident enough and watch your pronunciation and intonation (besides logical and formally correct information, appropriate vocabulary and grammar). You have to use some visual materials to accompany your presentations (maps, pictures, photos …) Maps of the USA are available at school. If you have prepared a PowerPoint presentation, you have to ask for the classroom with a data projector in advance. One person must speak for 5 minutes (not less) to 7 minutes at maximum, show the pictures during your speech. After that a quick check of the task follows. So your performance takes 10 minutes. You´ll be evaluated by a double mark. The numbers of the topics show your turn. If the person before you is missing, it is automatically your turn.
