Rafting
A raft is one of the simplest and oldest kinds of watercrafts. It is made of a few logs which are joined together with ropes. Rafts have been used as transport in many countries for ages.
Modern rafts are used specially for sport activities. They are inflatable and made of nylon with a layer of neoprene.
There can be 4 to 12 passengers on a raft.  The most experienced person sits at the back, the bravest and strongest ones are in the front. A central position on the raft is for the rest of the crew.
The river current moves the raft but it is often necessary to use paddles or a pair of oars to control the direction, slow down the speed or maneuver against the current. Basic equipment: good footwear, crash helmets, special life jackets, and sometimes even wetsuits. 
This new sport has become very popular among young people. The best rafters can take part in three types of rafting competitions: Slalom – a 1 km course with many difficulties on the river; sprint – a 2 km course; the marathon – a 16 km course without stopping. However, most people go rafting just for fun. There are lots of rafting opportunities on rivers around the world, but the most famous rivers for rafting are in the Alps or in Norway, and the Arkansas River or the Colorado River in the Grand Canyon, the USA.


Ballooning
It all started in 1782. The two French Montgolfier brothers began their experiments by filling a small paper bag with smoke. And now, over 200 years later, ballooning has spread all over the world. Balloons are used for sport ballooning, commercial advertising, sightseeing flights and scientific researches. They help to study wind movements, forecast weather and measure cosmic-ray activity. The smallest balloons can carry one-person, balloons used by commercial sightseeing operations are able to carry over two dozen people. The most-used size can carry 3 to 5 people. Modern hot air balloons are usually made of light-weight and strong synthetic fabrics. Baskets are commonly made of woven wicker or rattan.
Hot-air balloon lovers in balloons of many sizes and different designs, take part in international meetings and competitions. The person who can land after a long flight only centimetres from a fixed target is the winner.
