Rugby

A)

This sport gets its name from the town of Rugby in Central England. It’s said that a student from Rugby School, while playing soccer in 1823, (1).................. the ball in his hands and ran with it. This new type of game was met with great interest in other schools and universities, and it led to the foundation of the Rugby Union in 1871 and the creation of new rules. 
The Union, however, was divided over the question of whether to pay the players. Those clubs in favour of giving the players money left the Rugby Union and formed the Rugby League in 1895. Since that time, two forms of this sport (2).......................: one for amateurs with 13 players per team and one just for professionals with 15 players on each side. 

B)

Rugby is an outdoor sport played on a grass pitch (100 x 69 meters) with a goal at either end in the form of an “H”. The game is divided into 2 halves of 80 minutes. It’s played by 15 or 13 players. The object is to (3).................. as many points as possible by kicking the ball over the cross-bar between the goalposts, or grounding the ball in the scoring zone called “the in-goal area” which is just behind the goal. The players are allowed to run, throw, (4)................, handle or pass the ball. It’s a game of hard physical contact. You might (5)................... players locked together in a “scrum”. The players in the middle of the scrum are the “hookers” and they try to kick the ball backwards for their team-mates to pick up.

C)

Rugby players do not (6)................. any protection except for a mouth guard and a leather helmet. Their traditional kit consists of a long-sleeved shirt with a collar, shorts and knee-length socks. The boots are similar to football boots, but sometimes they are higher to (7).................. the ankles. The typical oval shape of a rugby ball is well-known. It makes the ball much easier to carry and throw. The ball is (8)................. from 4 leather panels stitched together. In the past, the balls were much rounder and larger and even had a lace handle on the top to hold it with! They were also made of various materials such as pig or camel skin, but these balls were very slippery.

D)

Rugby (9).................. all over the world. It’s played by both amateurs and professionals, the young and old, both men and women. Most countries have their own competitions and national championships. Every four years, the Rugby Union and Rugby League World Cups are held. There are also many annual “tournaments” with games between Australia and New Zealand; Canada and the USA; the European Championships and a tournament called the Five Nations Championship. The national New Zealand team, the “All Blacks”, is one of the best in the world.
