3. Roast meat (pork, beef or lamb), served with boiled or roast potatoes, peas, Brussels sprouts, carrots, Yorkshire pudding and gravy (a sauce made from juices of meat while cooked).
4. North Americans generally eat a quick lunch which usually includes some type of sandwich.
5. The meat on a real hamburger must be at least 2.5 cm thick, and be served on a thick, soft homemade bun.
