CORRECT ANSWERS
1. It begins on the first Advent Sunday (end of November/beginning of December) and it ends on the last Sunday before Advent, with the feast of Christ the King.
2. Easter, because Christians celebrate the passion, the death and the resurrection of Jesus.
3. The main differences are the following:
a) The Czech Christmas is celebrated mainly on 24 December, while the British one is celebrated the following day, 25 December.
b) In the Czech republic the main meal consists of fish soup and fried carp, while in Britain turkey and Christmas pudding cannot miss.
c) It´s Baby Jesus (Ježíšek) who brings the gifts in Czechia, while Father Christmas brings them to English children.
