9. Pilsner Urquel Beer belongs to the most popular Czech beers  at home and abroad. Plzeň,  the seat of Pilsner brewery,  became known worldwide as a city of beer. For more than 160 years, the Pilsner Urquell company has been making beer, which has become symbolic of the Czech brewer's art. In our country beer is a very popular drink. Czechs are said to be biggest consumers of beer in the world. Skoda Auto with long tradition is very popular in the Czech republic and Europe, as well. In 1991, Škoda Auto became the fourth brand of the VW group. It presently employs about 20,000 people and produces around half a million cars per year for both the domestic and foreign markets. Jewelry using Czech stone garnet – rings, necklases and  bracelets. Bohemian garnet due to its unique, fiery red color and the light refraction has become  increasingly popular, not only in the country of origin, but also across the frontiers of Bohemia. . The present-day manufacturer Granat Turnov has been continuing the tradition of manufacturing real Bohemian jewels and spreading their publicity abroad. 
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
