The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland consists of four countries: England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. The Republic of Ireland is not a part of the UK. About 62 million people live in the UK. More people live in the south and in the central part of Great Britain. 
London is the capital city of England and the United Kingdom. Three other countries have their own capital cities, too. They are Edinburgh, Cardiff and Belfast. Except London there are other main cities – Manchester in the West Midlands, Birmingham near the Welsh border, Glasgow in Scotland and Bristol in the south-west. 

Union Jack is the national flag of Britain officially adopted in 1801. It is a composition of the three flags of England, Scotland and Ireland.

WALES
It is a small country to the west of England.

SCOTLAND
Scotland is situated in the north of England. Scotland´s landscape is very nice. There are a lof of hills,  mountains and lakes. Loch Ness is the most famous lake – it is said that a monster called Nessie lives in the lake. 
Edinburgh is the capital of Scotland. It is a romantic city with a big contrast between the Old Town with narrow streets and  the New Town with wide avenues. 
Glasgow is the third largest city of the United Kingdom situated on the river Clyde. 

NORTHERN IRELAND
It is the smallest country in the United Kingdom also called Ulster. It is situated in the north-east part of Ireland.
