e Detached house — stands alone with garden around it

e Semi-detached — joined to another similar house on
only one side

» Terraced house — one of a row of houses that are joined
together on each side

e Bungalow — it has only a ground floor (no stairs)
e Cottage — old romantic house in the country
e Block of flats, flats in houses

+er long — longer, hot —hotter, friendly — friendlier
more expensive — more expensive

Superlative form

+ est long — the longest, hot — the hottest,
happy — the happiest

the most  expensive — the most expensive

Irregular adjectives
Good — better — the best, bad — worse — the worst,
Far — further — the furthest
