The Names of Movements 

   The names of movements have different 
origins. Some are based on the name of the 
artists themselves or on the name of the 
leader/s (see: Caravaggism).  



Some are based e.g. on the place name but still 
many names are invented by art theorists and 
critics. 



Some artists protested against being 
categorized. Picasso, for example, denied that 
he was a Cubist. In the same way, no artists 
before the 19th century described themselves 
as Classical.
