Triumph of Divine Providence (1633-9)

 Fresco, Palazzo Barberini, Rome

* The gigantic fresco served as a model for all future
large-scale Baroque decorative works. It combines
the symbols of a triumphant Catholicism with the
symbols of Classical mythology. In the central
section of the fresco, divine Providence sits on the
throne on the clouds above Cronos, giving the
illusion that the imaginary world is bursting into a
real one. The golden light unifies the scene and the
colours highlight the area of symbolic meaning and
link up the various masses.
