Žáci se dozví informace o zpěvačce Celine Dion a o lodi Titanic a jejím osudu.

Řadí potom text na proužcích papíru podle zpěvu (sluchem) a písničku se učí zpívat.

MY HEART WILL GO ON
Pomůcky:

Nahrávka písně, informace o zpěvačce a filmu v angličtině, text písně (kopie pro žáky alespoň do dvojic), proužky papíru s rozděleným textem.

Postup:

1. Buď v předchozí hodině zadáme dobrovolníkům přípravu krátkých prezentací v jednoduchých anglických větách o Celine Dion, o filmu Titanic a lodi a o smyšleném příběhu dvou hlavních hrdinů filmu, nebo na začátku hodiny napíšeme na tabuli CELINE DION a TITANIC a vyzveme žáky: 
What do you know about these names? 
Další zajímavé informace řekneme žákům česky a oni je tlumočí do angličtiny, nebo použijeme kvízové otázky v angličtině, např.: 
Can you guess how many brothers and sisters Celine has? (13 and she is the youngest). What languages does she sing in? (First she sang in her mother tongue French, then in English, but she also sings songs in Spanish, Italian, German, Latin, Japanese and Chinese).

2. Pustíme nahrávku písně, aby žáci měli představu o slokách, refrénu, tempu, atd. Pak doporučuji nacvičit refrén (5 řádek) ke společnému zpívání – the whole choir. Je-li dost času, žáci mohou zkusit slova odposlouchat z nahrávky. Jinak je nadiktujeme nebo připravíme na tabuli či flip chart. Rozdělíme připravené kartičky s rozděleným zbytkem textu na přeskáčku mezi žáky. Při 10 kartičkách budou sebevědomější zpěváci pracovat samostatně, stydlivější dáme do dvojic. Vysvětlíme, že budou poslouchat píseň, a když uslyší svůj text, vstanou a stoupnou si na určené místo (před tabulí), takže na konci písně budou stát všichni vedle sebe v řadě. Než pustíme píseň znovu, necháme žáky jednotlivé verše přečíst. Tak ověříme, zda správně stojí a jestli textu rozumějí a správně vyslovují.Pak už každý zpívá svůj text  spolu se zpěvačkou. Refrén a závěrečný verš zpívají všichni. Je to trochu jako karaoke. Když to někdo napoprvé nezvládne, nevadí. Žáci si většinou sami řeknou o další opakování. Tentokrát nahrávku znatelně ztišíme a žáky vyzveme k výraznějšímu přednesu. Šikovné třídy zvládnou ve finále zpěv i bez nahrávky.

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Céline Dion was born in Charlemagne, Quebec, Canada. The youngest of 14 children born to Adhémar Dion and Thérèse Tanguay, both of French-Canadian descent Dion was raised a Roman Catholic in a poverty-stricken, but, by her own account, happy home in Charlemagne Music had always been a part of the family (Dion was named after the song Céline, recorded by French singer Hugues Aufray two years before her birth). On 13 August 1973, (at the age of five) the young Céline made her first public appearance at her brother Michel's wedding, where she performed Christine Charbonneau's song  Du fil des aiguilles et du coton. Thereafter, she continued to perform with her siblings in her parents' small piano bar called Le Vieux Baril. From an early age Dion had dreamed of being a performer. In a 1994 interview with People magazine, she recalled, "I missed my family and my home, but I don't regret having lost my adolescence. I had one dream: I wanted to be a singer." 

Dion first gained international recognition in the 1980s by winning both the 1982 Yamaha World Popular Song Festival and the 1988 Eurovision Song Contest where she represented Switzerland. 

The most successful single from the album was the classically influenced ballad "My Heart Will Go On", which was written and composed by James Horner and Will Jennings, and produced by Horner and Walter Afanasieff. Serving as the love theme for the 1997 blockbuster film Titanic, the song topped the charts across the world, and became Dion's signature song; as well as winning the Academy Award and Golden Globe for Best Original Song. The song also garnered Dion two Grammy Awards for "Best Female Pop Vocal Performance" and the most coveted "Record of the Year", (the song itself won four awards, but two were presented to the songwriters). "My Heart Will Go On" and "Think Twice" made her the only female artist in the UK to have two singles to sell more than a million copies. In support of her album, Dion embarked on the Let's Talk About Love Tour between 1998 and 1999. 

Dion's music has been influenced by genres ranging from rock and R&B to gospel and classical. Her recordings are mainly in French and English, although she also sings in Spanish, Italian, German, Latin, Japanese and Mandarin Chinese. 
Titanic (1997 film)
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Titanic is a 1997 American epic romantic disaster film directed, written, co-produced, co-edited and partly financed by James Cameron. A fictionalized account of the sinking of the RMS Titanic, it stars Leonardo DiCaprio and Kate Winslet as members of different social classes who fall in love aboard the ship during its ill-fated maiden voyage.

Cameron's inspiration for the film was predicated on his fascination with shipwrecks; he wanted to convey the emotional message of the tragedy and felt that a love story interspersed with the human loss would be essential to achieving this. Production on the film began in 1995, when Cameron shot footage of the actual Titanic wreck. The modern scenes were shot on board the Akademik Mstislav Keldysh, which Cameron had used as a base when filming the wreck. A reconstruction of the Titanic built at Playas de Rosarito in Baja California, scale models, and computer-generated imagery were used to recreate the sinking. The film was partially funded by Paramount Pictures and 20th Century Fox, and, at the time, was the most expensive film ever made, with an estimated budget of $200 million.

Upon its release on December 19, 1997, the film achieved critical and commercial success. Nominated for fourteen Academy Awards, it won eleven, including the awards for Best Picture and Best Director, tying Ben Hur (1959) for most Oscars won by a single film. With an initial worldwide gross of over $1.84 billion, it was the first film to reach the billion-dollar mark. It remained the highest-grossing film of all time, until Cameron's 2009 film Avatar surpassed its gross in 2010. A 3D version of the film, released on April 4, 2012 (often billed as Titanic 3D) to commemorate the centennial of the sinking, earned it an additional $343.6 million worldwide, pushing its worldwide total to $2.18 billion. It became the second film to gross more than $2 billion worldwide (after Avatar).
