Metodický list

Úlohy I – VI

Varianty:

1. Studenti pracují ve škole frontálně (provedou cvičení ústně), učitel opravuje.

2. Studenti pracují ve škole samostatně (provedou cvičení písemně), následuje společná oprava provedená frontálně.

3. Studenti pracují ve škole samostatně svým tempem (provedou cvičení písemně), když dokončí, dostanou od učitele řešení a sami zkontrolují. (Hodí se i jako rozšiřující cvičení pro rychlejší žáky.)

4. Studenti pracují doma samostatně (provedou cvičení písemně) , oprava je provedena ve škole frontálně.

5. Studenti pracují doma samostatně (provedou cvičení písemně), podle řešení opraví samostatně. (Hodí se i jako cvičení pro slabší žáky, kteří potřebují látku více procvičit.)

6. Studenti pracují ve škole ve dvojicích (provedou cvičení ústně) , jeden říká opravené nebo změněné věty, druhý podle namnoženého řešení kontroluje. Poté si úlohy vymění.

7. Studenti vypracují úlohu jako test.

Doporučujeme střídat různé varianty.

Úloha VII

Úlohu využijeme pro soutěž skupin.

Učitel okopíruje pracovní list a rozstřihá na jednotlivé kartičky s větami. Ve třídě rozdělí žáky do 2 – 3 skupin (skupiny A, B, C).Kartičky položí na lavici textem dolů. První žák ze skupiny A si vytáhne jednu kartičku a větu převede do nepřímé řeči (větu začne slovy Peter said that…). Učitel odpověď zkontroluje a pokud je věta správně převedena, udělí skupině A jeden bod. Poté provede totéž žák ze skupiny B, případně skupiny C. Body učitel zaznamenává na tabuli. Vítězí skupina s nejvyšším počtem bodů.
