Předpokladem k vypracování materiálu je zhlédnutí filmu: 
About a boy, directed by Chris Weitz, Paul Weitz, UK, 2002, 101 min. 
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ABOUT A BOY 1, A2/B1 

The aim of this class is mainly to develop practical skills, such as understanding, speaking 
and writing. At the same time pupils should enjoy a movie which is both entertaining and 
highly formative in terms of establishing basic moral values. 

It’s highly recommendable to watch the film with English subtitles. Sometimes you must stop 
it in order to explain some (especially highly colloquial) vocabulary. However, the decision 
must make the teacher who knows the pupils well and it’s quite possible you’ll have to use 
Czech subtitles. 

1. What makes a home? 
Divide pupils into groups. Let them come up with simple answers to the question 
asked above. Use the board to summarize the results. Usually we get a following list: 
people and pets, relationships, things and, in many classes, money. Use these to put 
some lists of words on the board, especially pieces of furniture and other home 
equipment and names of different family members. 
 

2. The first ap. 11 minutes of the film. 
Use the lists already prepared and compare the places where Marcus and Will live. 
Pay attention to some target language structures: there is/are, a/an, some. 
 

3. If you have time, let the pupils (in groups again) make lists based on the question 
“What is Marcus/Will like? Make them put down at least 10 different adjectives. If 
there isn’t enough time in the class, make it a part of the homework assignment. 
 

4. Homework: class divided into two groups. Group A: answer in about 3 or four 
sentences the following questions: What does Marcus look like? What does Will look 
like? Group B: answer in about 3 or four sentences the following questions: What is 
Marcus like? What is Will like?
