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ABOUT A BOY 3, A2/B1 

The aim of this class is mainly to develop practical skills, such as understanding, speaking 
and writing. At the same time pupils should enjoy a movie which is both entertaining and 
highly formative in terms of establishing basic moral values. 

It’s highly recommendable to watch the film with English subtitles. Sometimes you must stop 
it in order to explain some (especially highly colloquial) vocabulary. However, the decision 
must make the teacher who knows the pupils well and it’s quite possible you’ll have to use 
Czech subtitles. 

1. Check HW. 
 

2. Watch another part of the movie.  “That’s life, isn’t it?” Ask the pupils to give 
examples of different forms of bullying. Why is Marcus a target? 
 

3. Christmas. Elicit answers: What was the best present you have ever been given? What 
was the worst one? What would you like to get? 
You may do this before you watch the Christmas scene and then compare the answers 
with the presents Marcus got. 
 

4. What changes happened in Marcus’ life? Elicit answers. What about Will? Elicit 
answers. 
True or false: 
They both have a girlfriend. 
Marcus likes rap. 
Marcus‘ position at school is still the same. 
Encourage the pupils to make more true/false sentences. 
 

5. "He’s called Marcus." "I need your help." Finish with the scene when Marcus is leaving 
Rachel's flat. Try to make your students come up with a list of things that really matter in a 
relationship. Use adjectives and simple structures,  e.g. you must be … 
 

6. HW: design a school event. (Concert/show.) Use will future or going to.   
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
