1 - Victorian Era was the period of Queen Victoria’s reign from 1837 until 1901; it was the time of the
Industrial Revolution and the formation of the British Empire.

2 - The Industrial Revolution started around 1760; it was the transition from hand production methods to
machines, the beginning of new industries and rapid growth of economy.

3 - Matthew Boulton and James Watt worked on the invention of steam engine; William Murdoch was
involved in the introduction of gas lighting.

Task 1

1 - Jane Humpries is a professor at Oxford University and studies child labour in the British Industrial
Revolution.

2 - She uses biographies, letters and diaries of working children.

3 - Because she wants to emphasise that not only scientists and inventors helped to “build Britain” but also
the children who worked in factories.

4 - They were mainly children from very poor families and orphans living in workhouses.

5 - They were usually 7 - 8 years old.

6 - No, they didn’t. The only reward was poor food and some place to live.

7 - They worked from dawn to dusk (for 14-15 hours).

8 - They were allowed to leave at the age of 21.

9 - She visited a cotton mill.

10 - No, it was dangerous for children to work there; some of them were injured, some children died.
11 - Some machines were specially designed for children.

12 - Because they felt independent, learnt new skills, got regular food and education.

13 - She was left in a dark attic for a week with little food and a corpse lying nearby.

14 - Like the main hero of the book Oliver Twist, poor children’s lives were controlled and abused by cruel
rules of the society.
