Regular verbs
• Regular verbs: the past simple and the past 

participle of verbs is – ed:
clean – cleaned, live – lived, paint – painted,

• Past simple
I cleaned my room.
Susan studied history at university.
• Past participle
Have/has + past participle
I have cleaned my room.
Jane has lived in Rome for 5 years.



Irregular verbs
The past simple and the past participle of irregular
verbs do not end in –ed: 

past simple

past participle

Make Break Cut

Made Broke Cut

made Broken Cut



• Sometimes the past simple and past participle are 
the same. 

I made a cake yesterday.

I have made some coffee with milk.

Butter is made from milk.

Past participle Make Find Buy

Made Found bought



• Sometimes the past simple and past participle are 
different.  

Somebody broke this window last night.

Somebody has broken this window.

This window was broken last night. 

This window was broken last night. 

Past simple

Past participle

Break Know Begin Go

Broke Knew Began Went

Broken known begun gone



Spelling irregularities
• 1) Y >> I 

- Y changes to I when you add ED to a verb ending with a consonant and a vowel
Worry - worried
Study - studied
Reply - replied

• But !!!  Y does NOT change to I when the verb ends with two vowels

Play – Played
Stay – Stayed

• 2) Verbs ending -E

- we add only -D to verbs ending with E, like to dance or to live
Dance - danced
Live - lived
Love – loved

• 3) Doubling

- in many cases we double final consonant when making past tense

Travel – travelled
Stop – stopped
Rub – rubbed
Hop - hopped



• The following verbs can be regular (-ed) or irregular (-t):

Burn burned x burnt
Dream dreamed x dreamt
Learn learned x  learnt
Smell smelled x  smelt
• The past simple and past participle are the same:

Cost – cost let - let
Cut – cut put - put
Hit – hit             shut – shut
Hurt - hurt
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
