At the Austrian Court in Vienna in the late 17th century (1698) ladies were conducted around the room to the tune of a 2 beat measure, which then became the 3/4 of the Nach Tanz (After Dance), upon which couples got into the position for the Weller and waltzed around the room with gliding steps. 
Spanish Waltz was a combination of dancing around the room in closed position, and a "formation" dance of two couples facing each other and performing a sequence of steps.

	

Irish dancing or Irish dance is a group of traditional dance forms originating in Ireland. Irish dancing is notable for its rapid leg and foot movements, body and arms are kept largely stationary. The solo stepdance is generally characterised by a controlled upper body, straight arms, and quick, precise movements of the feet. The solo dances can have "soft shoe" or "hard shoe".The dancing traditions of Ireland probably grew in close association with traditional Irish music.

	

Street dance is a term used to describe dance styles that evolved outside of dance studios in any available open space such as streets, dance parties, block parties, parks, school yards, raves, and nightclubs, etc. They are often improvisational. Street dance refers to modern folk dance with the term 'street' being more accurate since much of the modern world is now urbanized. Some examples of street dance include B-boying, more commonly known as breakdancing.

	
The term Belly dance is a name for a traditional Middle Eastern dance, especially raqs sharqi. It is something of a misnomer as every part of the body is involved in the dance; the most featured body part usually is the hips. Belly dance takes many different forms depending on country and region Although contemporary forms of the dance have generally been performed by women, some of the dances, particularly the cane dance, have origins in male forms of performance.
