ACTIVITY 1:
Teacher cuts the text according to verses, hands out the strips of paper to pairs of students, plays the song and students pick up their hands the moment they hear their verse written on paper.
Students give the verses to the right order in accordance with the listening.
ACTIVITY 2:
Students underline unknown words in the text. They discuss the words one another and the most difficult ones find in a dictionary.
ACTIVITY 3:
Students try to retell the story in groups.
The Song’s story:
The singer borrows his father's car to take his girlfriend out on a date (on a rainy night). Driving at an obviously high rate of speed, the singer suddenly comes upon a stalled car in the road. Unable to stop, the singer swerves to the right to avoid hitting the stalled vehicle, losing control and crashing violently in the process. The crash renders both the singer and his girlfriend unconscious. The singer later regains consciousness and finds several people at the scene of the accident, but was able to find his girlfriend, still lying unconscious. When the singer cradles his girlfriend in his arms, she regains partial consciousness, smiling and asking the singer to "hold me, darling, for a little while." The singer then gives his girlfriend what would be their "last kiss" as she fades into death.
In the song's chorus, the singer vows to be a good boy so that he may reunite with his girlfriend when his time comes, believing she's made it into Heaven.
ACTIVITY 4:
Teacher provides students with background information.
Background information:
“Last kiss” is a song by Wayne Cochran who wrote it in 1961. Firstly the song was unsuccessful but it was interpreted by several other artists and finally became well-known.
This version is by American band Pearl Jam.
This song is one of several teen tragedy songs (these songs were written in 1950’s – 1960’s, they were a kind of ballad lamented tragic teenage death and were either sung from the viewpoint of the dead person's sweetheart or from the viewpoint of the dead (or dying) person) of that period of music.
