 ACTIVITY 1:
A teacher cuts the text of the song to pieces. Each pair of students gets one copy of the pieces. Students listen to the song and try to give the lines to the right order. They can listen to it several times.
ACTIVITY 2:
Students try to translate the text – or get the meaning of it – students discuss it in groups.
A teacher can discuss a meaning of the song together with students.
Some ideas:
As for the meaning of the song – there are two main points of view:
1. The song is about love – an ex-lover is in despair only with his memories, but he/she will reap what he/she sow in the end.
2. The song is about drugs – Lou Reed himself was addicted to drugs, furthermore this song was used as a soundtrack for a film Trainspotting that is about drug users. Maybe it is about a drug user who wants to try to stay “clean” (you just keep me hanging on), or about one who is on heroin and has a trip (just perfect day) but then there is a warning in the end – you’re going to reap just what you sow.
3. Simply it can be only a tribute to a day that one always want to have, never appreciates when it is there, and misses when it is gone. 
ACITIVITY 3:
A teacher provides students with background information.
Background information:
"Perfect Day" is a song written by Lou Reed in 1972, originally featured on Transformer, Reed's second post-Velvet Underground solo album. Its fame was given a boost in the 1990s when it was featured in the 1996 film Trainspotting, and after its release as a star-studded BBC charity single in 1997, which became the UK's number one single for three weeks. Reed re-recorded the song for his 2003 album The Raven.
