PAST SIMPLE TENSE

The Past Simple TENSE also called the Simple Past, is used for past actions that happened either at a specific time, which can either be given by a time phrase (yesterday, last year, etc.) or understood from the context. REGULAR VERBS add -ed to the BASE FORM, or -d if the verbs ends with -e. IRREGULAR VERBS can change in many different ways. The verb form is the same for all persons:
eg: I liked, you liked, she/he/it liked, we liked, they liked.
NOTE: After the auxiliary verb, Did/Didn't, it returns to the base form:
eg: Did you take it?
eg: She didn't like it. 

1. The simple past tense is expressed with the past form of the verb and nothing else. 
My grandfather died last year. 

2. The simple past tense refers to 
a. action which occurred at a specific time in the past
b. completed action
        c. past status 

Examples

	Specific past action
I ate lunch at noon today.
He drove to work yesterday.
	Completed action
She finally mailed the letter.
Jan finished her report on time.
	Past status
John was still single in 1995.
Jane was a movie star.
