The simple present tense

- is used to discuss permanant situations and the frequency of events. 
When something happens regularly or is a permanent situation we usually use the simple present tense. When using the simple present the verb (with the exception of the auxiliary verbs) remains in the dictionary form (verb + s with he/she/it).

[bookmark: positive]The simple present tense is also used to show how often something happens with adverbs of frequency - always, usually, often, sometimes, occasionally, seldom, rarely, never, etc.... And when discussing daily, weekly, monthly etc. routines.
Negatives in the simple present are formed by adding don't  or doesn't  before the simple form of the verb:
