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                                            Lesson plan – making commands

Language level: beginners

Age group: 8 -10 years

Class size: 15 – 20 students

Patterns of interaction: group work, individual work, whole class activities

Material/Equipment: CD with the song

Aim:
· To practise making commands

· To sing a song and to entertain the pupils

Stage1: - commands 

Give students several commands such as listen, look, write, read, draw,come here, close your book, pick up your pen, smile,... + don‘t listen, ...
(You can play the game Simon says if you have got enough time)

Tell pupils you are going to teach them more commands and start to act and perform instructions from the song Hokey Cokey. Pupils repeat and follow them. Then play the CD with the song – pupils do not sing but only listen and perform commands (dance). Play the song again – pupils can start singing, dancing and acting.

Follow up:
They will learn to sing the song Hokey Cokey. 

Learner training:
Ask pupils to write down the most difficult words and sentences from the lesson on small cards. Each pupil should write at least 1 -2 words. Put them into the box and repeat the words in the beginning of next lessons. Discard them when they are learnt.  

Encourage your pupils to change their written works with their partner. Ask them to work in pairs and see if they can find any mistakes in their partners work.

Support students to write new words into their exercise books.
