Aims: 

· To develop reading skills

· To develop the habit of reading and appreciation of literature

· To develop imagination

· To enriche and consilidate vocabulary and grammar

· To increase language awareness

· To involve affective factors

· To suggest variety of interpretations and reactions

· To provide authentic text

Language level:  Intermediate

Age group: 15 - 18 years old

Time: 4 lessons of 45 minutes

Class size:15 – 20 students

Pattrens of interaction: individual work, pair work, group work, whole class activities

Materials: Book The BFG by Roald Dahl – both Czech and Enaglish versions, the photocopies of the chapter BFG for reading in the lesson,  the photocopies of the pictures from the book for final revision, 

Lesson 2

Reading:

Read aloud for students the first chapter The Witching Hour, p. 9-11. 

While-reading activities:

1)   After reading ask pupils:
Where does the story take place? How did chapter1 make you feel?

2)  Then ask them to close eyes and imagine this scene:

It’s still night – whitching hour. Sophie is very frightened.‘Her throat, like the whole body, was frozen with fright...The tall black figure was coming her way...It was much closer now and Sophie could see it more clearly.‘

3)   How do you imagine giants? Describe a typical giant.

Read the description of the BFG from page 12-13. Ask pupils to draw him.

Put the picture of BFG on the blackboard. Is your drawing similar to the picture on the board?

4)   Look at the picture again and say what is happening in it.

Who is in BFG’s hand? What is Sophie crouched in?(a blanket)

Where are they going?

Why did BFG take Sophie out of her bed? 

Students give their ideas. Now you can tell if they are right or wrong. 

After reading aktivity ( can be done as homework):
People may be tall or short. Look up tallest/shortest facts. The Guinness Book of records is an invaluable source for it. (Tallest man in medical history was Robert Waldow who was 2.72 m.(activity from net Dahl’s pages) Ask student to find similar records: They can explore internet: http:/www.guinnessworldrecords.com
