Aims: 

· To develop reading skills

· To develop the habit of reading and appreciation of literature

· To develop imagination

· To enriche and consilidate vocabulary and grammar

· To increase language awareness

· To involve affective factors

· To suggest variety of interpretations and reactions

· To provide authentic text

Language level:  Intermediate

Age group: 15 - 18 years old

Time: 4 lessons of 45 minutes

Class size:15 – 20 students

Pattrens of interaction: individual work, pair work, group work, whole class activities

Materials: Book The BFG by Roald Dahl – both Czech and Enaglish versions, the photocopies of the chapter BFG for reading in the lesson,  the photocopies of the pictures from the book for final revision, 

Lesson 2
Presentation of records – checking homework

Pre-reading activity:
Chain Story: - ball activity

Sophie is in the BFG cave in the Giant‘s Country. ‘The Giant picked up trembling Sophie with one hand and carried her across the cave and put her on the table.‘ – first sentence of the chapter The BFG (p. 25)  

Can you continue the story. Add one by one a sentence continuing the story. To avoid predictability and students working out when it’s their ‘turn‘ tell each speaker to throw the ball to the next one rather than going around the class or up and down rows.

Reading:
Once students have made up their story invite them to read the chapter The BFG and compare it with their ideas from the ball activity. They read it silently in the lesson. They can use dictionaries to find unkown words.

After reading:
1)   What do the letters BFG mean? (Big Friendly Giant)

2)   The Giant uses many funny words which don’t make any sense. You can’t find them in a dictionary but you can guess their meaning from the story. What do you think these words mean? Write on the blackboard:

· I is a man – gobbling cannybull.

· human bean

3)   Can you find more strange words and guess their meaning? 

Crackety –crack, scrumdiddlyumtious, diddly, bundogle, dillions, whooshey,...

4)   Look at the sentence ‘I is a man – gobbling cannybull‘ again. 

Is it correct from the grammatical point of view? Correct it. 

There are more incorrect sentences in the text. Find at least 5 of them, write them on the board and correct them. 

Answer Sophie’s question ‘What’s wrong with the English?‘ Why do you think the BFG uses incorrect language?

Incorrect sentences are e.g.:

And they does gobble up human beans.

Giants is everywhere around! Out there us has the famous Bonecrunching gian.

You is not clever.

I thought all human beans is full of brains.

But I does do my best.

The end of the lesson – motivation for the next lesson:

In the next lesson BFG and Sophie are going to meet a famous person. Guess which one:

a)   the Queen of England

b)   a famous actor

c)   a famous singer
