Aims: 

· To develop reading skills

· To develop the habit of reading and appreciation of literature

· To develop imagination

· To enriche and consilidate vocabulary and grammar

· To increase language awareness

· To involve affective factors

· To suggest variety of interpretations and reactions

· To provide authentic text

Language level:  Intermediate

Age group: 15 - 18 years old

Time: 4 lessons of 45 minutes

Class size:15 – 20 students

Pattrens of interaction: individual work, pair work, group work, whole class activities

Materials: Book The BFG by Roald Dahl – both Czech and Enaglish versions, the photocopies of the chapter BFG for reading in the lesson,  the photocopies of the pictures from the book for final revision, 

Follow up activities:
We have created only 4 lesson plans on The BFG but there are more great ideas in this book. We could work with it at least for a half of  the year. Here are some of the follow up activities:

1)   Are all giants the same? What is the difference between BFG and other giants. Do all giants eat people? How do they choose them? (according to their taste) Complete these sentences, find the missing words in the text. If you don’t know their meaning, use a dictionary.
