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                                                     Lesson plan – 2 lessons

                                                        Snow White – part 1

Aims:
· Practise an ability to understand a spoken text

· To speak about people’s characters

· To make students to express their ideas

· To discuss typical features of fairy tales

· To improve writing, speaking and listening skills

· Letter writing

Language level:  Pre-intermediate

Age group: 14 – 15 years old

Time: 2  lesson 45 minutes each

Class size: 15 – 23 students

Patterns of interaction: classroom discussion, group work, pair work, individual work

Cross curricular links: civic education, literature

Materials/Equipment: video cassette, copies with pictures of Snow White and the Queen

Procedure:

Warm up: - discussion – speaking about jealous people

Students answer and discuss teacher’s questions:

     Have you ever been jealous of someone?

     Why is it bad to be jealous?

      Do you know any fairy tales with jealous characters?

Teacher writes the titles of fairy tales on the board, translates Czech titles if students do not know the English ones.

Possible answers are: Cinderella, Sleeping Beauty, Snow White, Beauty and the Beast,...            
Stage 1: - activity before watching a video

Teacher divides students into two groups and distributes for the first group pictures of a woman (bad Queen) and for the second group pictures of a girl (Snow White). Students describe the pictures answering the questions: What does the woman (the girl) look like?

      What can you guess about their character?

     Do you know from which fairy tale these                                                                                                                                       

     pictures are? (Snow White)      

Stage 2: Students watch 10 minutes video of Snow White. By miming and explaining pre teach the words:

Dwarf, faint, coffin, to bury, comb was poisoned, ribbon, mend socks, jewels, huntsman.

During watching: Students try to catch unknown words. They write them down on the paper. 

After watching: Students ask for explanation of unknown words and try to find the answers for the questions:

     1. What are two major characteristics of Snow White? (She is innocent and has courage)

       2. What are two major characteristics of the Queen’s personality?  (She is jealous and cruel)
     3. What are two major characteristics of the Seven Dwarfs? (They are kind and friendly)

                                                                                                                        These are not the only possible 


answers.

Stage3: - group work, competition

Ask students if they like fairy tales. What makes a fairy tale? In groups of three or four try to find as many elements of a fairy tale as possible. Teacher motivates students to write down the words such as:

Once upon a time,  hapily ever after 

Good and evil, good and bad character

Beatiful princess, handsome prince, king, queen

Magic, fantasy or imaginary lands

Talking animals

The story ends positively,....
