Stage5: final activity- (can be finished as homework) – writing

What happened to Snow White after she married the prince? If she were to write a letter to the Seven Dwarfs what would she have to tell them? Create a short letter from Snow White to the Seven Dwarfs telling them about her new life. 

      Teacher has the class brainstorm things that could have happened to Snow White with the questions:

Does she have children? Does she eat apples after that poisoned accident? What does she do in her free time? How does she spend her day? .....
Teacher also remind them how to start and end a letter.

     Faster students can read their works at the end of the lesson, the rest of them can finish it as a homework.

Follow up activities:

Presentations of some students‘ works (Snow White letters to the Dwarfs).

Reading Snow White story – find the differences between video version and written one.

Fill in the gaps, retell the story, act some scenes or the dialog in front of the mirror, illustrate your favourite scene from the story – they can choose form these activities.

Answer and discuss the questions:

What do you think about how Snow White opens the door and bites the apple?

How do you feel when the evil Queen dies?

Why do you think the handsome prince wants to meet Snow White?

Learner training:

Who is the person you like the most? Write at least 10 words for his/her character. Work with dictionary. Learn the words. You can do the same for hated person. Translate your horoscope into English. 

Let your partner check your written work and find mistakes in his/her work.

Try to retell the fairy tale to your younger brother/sister/friend.

Mixed ability classes:

Group activities before watching a video and group activity in stage3 are suitable for mixed ability classes. Stronger students can help their weaker partners and weaker students can make notes and report the results of discussions. 

Final activity – a letter to Seven Dwarfs is also good for all levels of learners. Weaker ones can answer questions from stage5 and write short letters. Stronger students can write letters on higher level using their imagination. 
Feedback: 
I have found out that also older pupils love fairy tales. They were very interested in the video story. They had more topics for discussing people’s characters but we were short of time. The most interesting activity was writing a letter to the Dwarfs. Some of students ideas were really funny. It would be better to complete the gaps of the song in next lesson. The song would be helpful to summarize the content of the fairy tale. As an improvement I suggest to spend more time on writing Snow White letters.
