Here is an interview with her, but there are not an interviewer’s questions. Read it and complete the questions.
1. I started singing when I was 6 in a children’s choir where I sang for ten years. When I was 16 I started to sing in a group called Atlanta. I began writing my own music, too. I started to play the violin at six. I love this instrument although it’s very difficult to play it. I can also play simple guitar. The guitar helps me to compose sons.

2. Music is an important part of my life. Music can make me happy when I feel sad, can change my bad mood. Through music I can express things which can’t be expressed by words.

3. I love the concerts for children. I love dancing and singing with them and watching them be happy. Children express their feelings immediately and the smiles on their faces make me happy.

4. I perform with my friend Richard Čanaky. Then we perform for children we are called Spievanka and Zahrajko and have very funny costumes to be attractive for the children. We made the costumes, ourselves. They are quite simple, with children’s painting on them. Richard and I are authors of all the songs for adults. We have also composed some song for children but we usually play well-known songs which children know from nursery
5. I started learning English at secondary school when I was about 15. Then I studied English at university.

6. Maťko, who is 7, can say some simple sentences, for example: ,,My sister Katarina is a baby,” or ,,I have a big red car.” Terezka is 5 years old and she can sing a lot of English songs and can name some animals, parts of body or members of family in English.

7. I’ve been to England several times to visit my friend and once I was in America for two week to give some concerts with a Slovak folk group.

8. I love the sound of English and I like it because it’s a very simple language. But I don’t like the exceptions and irregular verbs.
