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                                      Lesson plan mothers and their babies - animals
Language level: beginners

Age group: 8 -10 years

Class size: 15 – 20 students

Patterns of interaction: group work, whole class activities

Material/Equipment: cards for game

Aim:
· To practise simple structures with the verb to be, can (ability), have got/has got, simple prezent

· To revise vocabulary relating to animals

Procedure:

Stage1:   


Write the name of an animal on a slip of paper. Explain that the class has to guess what animal you have written in 20 questions. Guide the class to ask questions with following patterns:

              Is it ...?   Does it ...?  Has it got ...?   Can it ...?

Write up the patterns as they are introduced. Answer their questions with short form answers, i.e. Yes, it is. No, it isn’t., etc
The pupil who first guesses the animal is the winner. 

Stage2: a game Mothers and their babies

     Pupils pretend they are animals – mothers and babies. Babies has lost themselves and mothers try to find them. Distribute the cards with the data of animals location and food. Students walk round and ask: Do you live on/in ...? Do you eat ...?
If the other child answers YES twice, it is obvious that they belong to each other. They try to find another member of the family (there can be mother + 1 – 2 babies).

They sit together and it’s time to introduce themselves. The groups introduce themselves without saying who they are. We live in a jungle and we like meat.
The others must guess: Are you tigers? 

Follow up:
In the next lesson pupils will make a class survey. They will ask questions: Do you like animals? What’s your favourite animal? Have you got a pet?

They will develop their writing skills describing their favourite animal (with the help of Animal Quiz from the last lesson) and  work on project My favourite animal. 
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
