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ANOTACE
Cílem tohoto materiálu je seznámit s gramatickým jevem gerundiálních vazeb. Materiál lze využít při výuce gramatiky úrovně B1 – B2 ve 3. a 4. ročníku čtyřletého studia a 5. a 6. ročníku šestiletého studia na gymnáziu. 
Materiál je rozdělen do tří celků. První část obsahuje prezentaci gramatického jevu a sloves, která vyžadují gerundiální vazbu učitelem u tabule. Studenti překládají neznámé výrazy pomocí on-line slovníku. Ve druhé části studenti využijí svých znalostí slovní zásoby a logicky dokončí věty s gerundiálními vazbami nejprve v lavici a pak zapíší na tabuli digitálním perem v programu Qdraw. Studenti si vyzkouší za použití digitálního pera zkrátit vedlejší větu za pomocí gerundiální vazby. V závěrečné části si procvičí a otestují získané znalosti, kde s použitím pera doplní předložkové vazby a provedou kontrolu správnosti svých odpovědí.  Vzhledem k tomu, že se jedná o těžší gramatický jev, kontrola správných odpovědí je prováděna za přítomnosti učitele s možností výkladu v případě nepochopení odpovědi.
