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ANOTACE

Present tense: MAY COULD MIGHT WILL + present infinitive
It might rain.
I may have a dog.
My dog will be sitting behind the door when I come home.
That could be all right. 

Past tense: MAY COULD MIGHT +  past infinitive
He may not have heard the news. 
She could have expected her promotion.
They might have left home just after the party. 





CERTAINTY
Present tense: MUST   CAN´T /negative/ + present infinitive
This must be yours. 
No, it can´t be mine.

Past tense: MUST   CAN´T + past infinitive
Columbus must have discovered America.
But it Can´t have been in 16th century.
