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ANOTACE

DUM  na téma „State verbs“  má za cíl seznámit žáky s pravidly o používání stavových sloves v angličtině a zároveň tuto látku procvičit. První částí DUM je prezentace  pravidel, podle úrovně třídy může pravidla vysvětlit buď učitel, nebo mohou číst z tabule sami žáci. V prvním cvičení vždy jeden žák u tabule s pomocí digitálního pera (např. v programu Q draw), popř. fixu podtrhává správnou variantu slovesa ve větě, ve druhém cvičení  doplňuje do vět správná slovesa a jejich tvary.  Variantou ke cvičením je nejprve forma samostatné práce studentů, poté kontrola u tabule s využitím pera. Správnost odpovědí  kontroluje žákům učitel, nebo mohou žáci použít klíč k řešení. DUM je určen studentům  1.-3. ročníku čtyřletého, popř. víceletého gymnázia, úroveň Preintermediate / Intermediate.

!!! Some of these verbs can be used in continuous    forms, but with a different meaning.
Compare:
 I think you are right. / I´m thinking of going with him.                       They have a new house. / We are having a  great time on our holiday.
I see what you mean. / I´m seeing the dentist tomorrow.



!!! The verbs look and feel in the meaning of how sb. looks or feels now can be used in both forms.
e.g. Do you feel good now? or Are you feeling good now?, You look great today! or You´re looking great today!
