Britain lies off the north-west 
coast of Europe across the 
English Channel, the Strait of 
Dover and the North Sea. It 
consists of two large islands 
(Great Britain and Ireland) 
and about 5000 smaller ones.  
Great Britain is a 
constitutional monarchy 
with the Queen Elizabeth II 
as the head of the state but 
the country is run by a 
government led by the prime 
minister.  

The highlands of Scotland are 
the highest mountains in 
Britain (with the highest 
mountain Ben Nevis). The 
longest rivers are the Severn 
and the Thames.  
Population is about 62 million 
people. The majority of people 
speaks English. There are 
minority languages which are 
of Celtic origin – Welsh, Scottish 
and Irish Gaelic.  
 

Britain is divided into four parts: 
England (London capital), Wales 
(Cardiff), Scotland (Edinburgh) 
and Northern Ireland (Belfast). The 
capital of the whole Britain is 
London.  
Currency valid in Britain is 1 pound 
which has 100 pennies. British 
national flag is called “Union Jack”. 
It symbolizes the Union of England, 
Scotland and Ireland. National 
anthem is “God Save the Queen!” 
Britain is also worldknown for 
cattle and sheep breeding.
